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To fix the problem, it’s essential to know how the problem was created. We need to go back
to the beginning, literally.

Public perception of the sport was ominously low. Only 22% of the general public had a
positive impression of the sport and “over 50% of casual fans would stop betting if they knew
horses were mistreated.” In the survey of the entire fan base, the top concern was “treatment
of horses after retirement”.
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The 3% of total prize money towards retirement would positon the KRA to be the
international model for long-term aftercare funding.

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And the CEO of Racing New South Wales in Australia announced that “every racehorse
deserves a home” and committed to funding an aftercare plan for racehorses that will start off
with an investment of 1% of prize money for retirement and rehabilitation.
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Those are steps in the right direction, but the recommended 3% of KRA prize money would
set the highest standard for the world.

And it’s not just about transitioning these former equine athletes to other “commercial”
purposes — such as breeding, or retraining them for equestrian and recreational second
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It must be a lifetime responsibility for all horses, not a select few or for a limited duration.
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This requires a shift from thinking about horses in agricultural terms as just “livestock”, and
only useful if they are generating money either by their labor or for their meat.
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Instead, these horses must be thought of more like the majority of the public thinks of
companion animals, who do not need a “career” or commercial purpose to justify their lives
or justify receiving a lifetime of safety and care.
